Armenia is a country in the South Caucasus region of Eurasia. Located in 

West Asia on the Armenian Highlands, it is bordered by Turkey to the 

west, Georgia to the north, the de facto independent Republic of 

Artsakh and Azerbaijan to the east, and Iran and 

Azerbaijan's exclave of Nakhchivan to the south.

ARMENIAN ALPHABET 

The Armenian alphabet (Armenian: Հայոց գրեր Hayoc' 

grer or Հայոց այբուբեն Hayoc' aybowben; Eastern 

Armenian: [haːjotsʰ ajbuːbɛn]; Western Armenian: [haːjotsʰ 

ajpʰuːpʰɛn]) is an alphabetical writing system used to 

write Armenian. It was developed around 405 AD by Mesrop 

Mashtots, an Armenian linguist and ecclesiastical leader. It 

originally had 36 letters, but now has 39. 

The Armenian word for "alphabet" is այբուբեն aybooben, named 

after the first two letters of the Armenian alphabet: 

⟨Ա⟩ Armenian: այբ ayb and ⟨Բ⟩ Armenian: բեն ben. Armenian is 

written horizontally, left-to-right
